For to this you have
been called, because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that you should follow in his steps.

"He committed no sin,

judges justly. He himself bore our sins in his body on the cross, so that, free from sins, we might live for righteousness; by his

The Gospel John 10:1-10

Jesus said, "Very truly, | tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the gate but climbs in by another way is a thiefand a
bandit. The one who enters by the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the sheep hear
his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has brought out all his own, he goes ahead of them, and
the sheep follow him because they know his voice. They will not follow a stranger, but they will run from him because they do not
know the voice of strangers.” Jesus used this figure of speech with them, but they did not understand what he was saying to

them.

So again Jesus said to them, "Very truly, | tell you, | am the gate for the sheep. All who came before me are thieves and bandits;
but the sheep did not listen to them. | am the gate. Whoever enters by me will be saved, and will come in and go out and find
pasture. The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. | came that they may have life, and have it abundantly.”

Notes About Receiving Communion:
In the Episcopal Church, all who have been baptized with water in the name of God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are welcome to
receive Communion, no matter in which Christian denomination you may have originally been baptized. You may receive Communion
either standing or kneeling. If you do not want to receive Communion, you are welcome at the altar rail for a blessing or prayer by one of
the clergy. To indicate you would like a blessing or prayer, simply cross your arms over your chest as you kneel or stand at the rail. To
receive the wafer, place one open hand over the other and the wafer will be placed in your palm. We also have gluten-free wafers for
those who require one. To receive the wine, please help the chalice bearer guide the cup to your lips. If you prefer to intinct (dip the
wafer in the wine), please hold the wafer in your hands until the chalice bearer comes to you. It is perfectly fine to receive only the bread
(wafer). If you do not wish to receive the wine, please cross your arms over your chest or return to your seat after consuming your wafer.
